1.This document sets out the protocol between the Crown
Prosecution Service and Bilsh Tiansport Polce elating to the
aest and charge of offenders who assault taf on London's
raibay and underground systems. R einforces paragraph 5.9 of
the Code for Crown Prosecutors - tha a prosection i el to
be needed i “the offence s committed against a person sening
the publc” The Crown Prosecution Senice Polcy Direcorate
has stated that ral taf, when o duty,wil be considered pubiic
senvants and an assauit against such a member of saff wil be
considered more serous by the CPS than the same kind of
assault on a non-public senice vicim

2.1n 2005-2006 the Bich Transport Poice recorded 2000
assauls on staf and detected 4% of thuse offences Hovever
there remains a perception amongst stff tha assaults aganst
them are not taken serously b the Criminal Justice Senvice. By
working to ths Memorandum of Understanding the partner
agences wil increase confidence in the Crimina Justice Senvice
amongst ansport workers by ensuring tha appropriate steps
ae taken to ensure the needs of th victim are met and that
offenders ae brought o justice.

3. The Bitish Tinsport Police, London CrminalJustice Board and
the Crown Prosecution Service are working in partership as
partof an overall strategy o help build a sfe raiway
enironmentthat s fre from distupton, rme and the fear of
crime. Patner agendies are vorking hard o ensure that
perpetraors of assauls aganst staff are brought o justice

scheme. The Force will respond promptlyto any ollow up
requests for additonal evidence from the Crown Prosecution
Senice.

6.The Crown Prosecuion Servic wil support this polcy and
apply the eidential and public ineres tests set out n the Code
for Crown Prosecutors. In cases where the evidential sufficency
tstis met, a prosecution i el to be needed in the pubiic
interest because the offence i comited agains a person
sening the public. The decision to prosecute any offender is the
ol responsibiiy of the Crown Prosecution Servie in
accordance vith the Code for Crown Prosectors. Conditonal
cautions wil oly be authorised in exceptional circumstances
and only forlow level cffence. In order o asit the Crown
Prosecuion Service Duty Prosecutor o decide the approprite
Tevel of compensation o be paid by the asaiant to the vitim,
the guide at figure 1 has been agreed by the Crown Prosecuton
Senvice Assistant Diector of Policy (Law Enforcemen)

7 At any sentencing hearing,the prosecting advocate wil draw
the courts atention to any aggravaing features, induding the
factthat the victim is a public sevice employee.
